Get involved in shaping your neighbourhood! A specific
budget, the “Grätzlmarie” (neighbourhood money), has
been allocated to implement your ideas. 

SUBMIT YOUR PROJECTS
You can submit projects all year long. The Local Urban
Renewal Office (Gebietsbetreuung Stadterneuerung) is
your contact point to share ideas for the neighbourhood.
A Neighbourhood Council evaluates the ideas three times 
a year.

The selected projects are funded with amounts between
100 and 30,000 Euro. Half of the members of the  
Neighbourhood Council are residents of the 20th and  
2nd districts.

Redevelopment and Energy Supply

THE NEIGHBOURHOOD SUBSIDY MAKES BUILDINGS 
FIT FOR THE FUTURE! 
With the neighbourhood subsidy (“Grätzlförderung”), WieNeu+
supports house owners who want to implement innovative
solutions for future-proof and climate-friendly buildings in the
project area “Grätzl 20+2”.

The implementation of innovative solutions is funded with up 
to 500,000 Euro. The funding rate for the selected (innovative)
measures is between 50 and 70 percent and depends on  
the size of the company. In addition, planning measures
(preliminary or feasibility studies) for such ideas can also  
be funded with up to 30,000 Euro.

WieNeu+ supports improvements in public space. The aim
is to ensure quality of life for all and to allow residents to
spend time outside in a pleasant environment.
WieNeu+ is also committed to improving the conditions  
for cycling and walking. Residents and local businesses are 
invited to express their wishes and contribute their ideas.

WieNeu+ perceives urban renewal as a comprehensive
concept. Numerous municipal institutions are involved.
Companies and private individuals are also invited to
participate.
